A. Define your vision:

1. Journal what God is speaking to your heart.

2. Define your goals

3. Practical research. – gather information

a. location

b. costs

B. Develop your presentation: - Example sheets

1. Know the mission and vision of the ministry you are working with.

2. Define your duties,  purpose and personal vision within the context of the  ministry.

3. Be equipped to give examples detailing the need for and benefits of the ongoing purpose of the ministry.

4. Know your own budget and current financial standing.  

5. Give practical applications to potential donors of how their gifts will be spent and its effect on your ability to move forward in ministry and the benefits to others.

6. Be deliberate and knowledgeable; the best financial supporters will demand this of you.

C. Approach potential partners:

1. Create a potential support list.

2. Prepare pledge cards (with clear instructions), financial visual chart, return address envelopes.  

It is best that all moneys go directly through the  ministry you are working with. (i.e. Church that is sending you.) For accountability and gift aid purposes:

5. Keep good records for yourself.

Be prepared:



Preparation is the key to successfully gain support of any kind.  Clearly communicating your goals and vision is what builds trust between you and your financial partners.   Your potential partners should have many questions for you.  The ideal partner is making an investment in the Kingdom of God and as a good steward of that which the Lord has blessed him/her.

Be confident:

Confident in God’s provision and confident in the part you play in His purposes.  Work through any hesitancy you may have while developing your list of partners or approaching them.  You are inviting others to invest in what God is doing and that is a very good thing.  All ministries require money to run their engines.  This is the way society is set up.  If you are confident in God’s purposes than you will be confident that He will provide.  Challenge people to pray through their decision and be ready to answer all of their questions.

3. Be humble:

Pray first, last and continuously.  God has a purpose He is going to accomplish with or without you.  You are an instrument for His glory and so are your financial partners.  Don’t loose sight of the one your following.
